· additional materials that support of your qualifications for the position you are applying for (these can include letters of recommendation, portfolios, links to personal and/or professional web sites, PDFs, etc.) 

You must be available to serve in this position for the fall and spring semesters.
 
It is recommended, but not required, that applicants have completed the college-required courses in media law and media ethics. Applicants should also have at least one year of experience on the Wire. Please read the position description for further information on job responsibilities for the position you are applying for. It would also be wise to talk to the person currently holding the post to see whether it fits your personality and skill set.

After submitting your application, you will receive an email to organize an interview time. Interviews will take place with Professor Holodak and other members of the Student Media Board.

Job Description
 
The periodical publication occurs once or twice a year, whichever the Journal Director chooses. It promotes the creation of long-form, narrative journalism. The Journal Director will oversee all the operations related to the production and publication of The Marquette Journal.
 
The Journal Director is responsible for defining a theme per issue and calling for and approving pitches. He or she will design and share a schedule with content creators and follow up on their progress, making sure they abide by stated delivery dates. He or she will coordinate and oversee the work of editors doing text revisions and the graphic design team putting together the issue.
 
He or she will be responsible for requesting quotes and following up with printers and distributors to secure timely magazine delivery. The Journal Director will hold monthly meetings with the Director of Student Media to receive feedback and keep track of the production process.

The Trib / Wire Director will be one of four directors at the MarquetteWire. The four directors at Level 1 will integrate the Student Media Council, which will work together to identify and promote initiatives to create journalistic content across platforms. This will foster communication and collaboration between the outlets operating under the Marquette Wire aegis. The council will meet in person at least once a month to share ideas and evaluate ongoing work.
 
The Student Media Council will also produce promotional, experiential activities around campus to promote the Marquette Wire brands and create enthusiasm about joining the project, especially targeting incoming first-year students.

What to Expect at the Student Media Interview


You will participate in a brief in-person interview in Johnston Hall. The interview will involve members of the Board for Student Media, which consists of representatives from the College of Communication, alumni, the Jesuit community, MUSG, the Graduate School, and the Provost Office. 

Interview times are arranged according to position and conducted consecutively. Your individual interview will begin with you briefly introducing yourself to board members. The floor will then be open to any questions. 

The Board’s goal is to take the votes for each position on the same day as the interviews. Professor Holodak will notify candidates of the outcome. 

Tips:

Dress professionally. The board considers this a high-profile, professional position, so play the part to the best of your ability.  

Consider bringing along a copy of your application and resume to reference when board members ask questions.  

Arrive at least 10 minutes early for the interview.
